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Tellus Satellite Data Master with QGIS Service Terms and Conditions

Article 1. Application of Terms and Conditions
1. This Tellus Satellite Data Master with QGIS Service Term and Conditions (these “Terms”)

are the optional service terms and conditions that will apply to the “Tellus Satellite Data
Master with QGIS Service” optional service (the “Optional Service”) of the Tellus Service
provided by Tellus Inc. (the “Company”).

2. The User of the Optional Service (the “User”) shall comply with the Tellus Service Terms
and Conditions set forth by the Company and these Terms to use the Optional Service.

Acrticle 2. Definitions

1. The terms in these Terms shall have the meanings provided below:

(1) “Basic Service” means the Tellus Service that is the provided platform service of the
Satellite Data that is provided by the Company under the Tellus Service Terms and
Conditions;

2 “Satellite Data” means the satellite data, terrestrial data, and tools for their utilization that

are provided on the Basic Service; and
3 “QGIS” means the open-source geographic information system provided by the QGIS
project operated by QGIS.ORG.

Acrticle 3. Contents of Service

1. The Optional Service is a service that can use the Satellite Data on QGIS via API, and
consists of the below services or tools:

@ Analysis environment; and

2 TellusQGIS plug-in.

Article 4. Prerequisite Services

1. The Optional Service uses the services, etc. set forth below. When using the Optional
Service, the User shall abide with the provisions of Article 15 of the Tellus Service Terms
and Conditions and comply with the high-level terms of each service below:

@ QGIS; and

2 Satellite Data that the User wishes to use in the Optional Service.

Acrticle 5. Commencement of Use

1. An application for use of the Optional Service is made by consenting to these Terms by a
method designated by the Company, and when the Company approves such application, an
agreement for use (a “Usage Agreement”) is formed and the Optional Service is provided
from such date.

Article 6. Usage Fee

1. The User shall pay a usage fee to the Company as consideration for the use of the Optional
Service. The usage fee for the month in which the use commences and the month in which
the Usage Agreement is terminated or cancelled will arise for each such month and shall be
calculated on a pro-rata basis.

2. The User shall pay the usage fee for the first day to the last day of every month by the last



day of the previous month; provided, however, that after the execution of the Usage
Agreement, the initial payment shall be one (1) month’s worth of the usage fee and paid
within two (2) weeks from the execution date of the Usage Agreement.

The User shall pay the usage fee by the method specified by the Company or a method
selected by the User.

Article 7. Term

1.

The term of the Usage Agreement will be from the date the Usage Agreement is formed until
the last day of the month after one (1) year passes, and unless the User makes a manifestation
of intent by the last day of the month prior to the month in which the User Agreement
terminates to cancel such Usage Agreement by a method designated by the Company, the
Usage Agreement shall automatically renew for one (1) year, and the same shall apply
thereafter.

The User may cancel the Usage Agreement, even during the term in the preceding paragraph,
by giving notification by the method designated by the Company, as of the last day of the
month in which such notification is made; provided, however, that if the User has already
paid all or a part of the usage fee for the period from the month following the month in which
the User makes such notification, the cancellation will come into effect as of the last day of
the period corresponding to such usage fee.

Except for a termination or cancellation under the Tellus Service Terms and Conditions and
the provisions of these Terms, the User may not terminate or cancel the Usage Agreement.

Article 8. Prohibited Matters

In addition to the precautions provided in the high-level terms and conditions of each service

provided in the Tellus Service Terms and Conditions and each item under Article 4(1) of

these Terms, the User may not engage in the below acts or acts that may result in such acts:
An act of allowing a person other than itself to use, whether for a fee or for free, all or part
of the Optional Service and the services under each item of Article 4(1) (including, but
not limited to, allowing the use of the Optional Service by loaning or issuing an ID,
account, password, etc., and allowing use of the services incorporating the Optional
Service, whether directly or indirectly); and
An act that violates the regulations in the Act on Ensuring Appropriate Handling of
Satellite Remote Sensing Data (Act No. 77 of November 16, 2016) (the “Satellite Remote
Sensing Act”) or an act that the Company determines to be a misuse of satellite images
based on the legislative purpose of the Satellite Remote Sensing Act.

Article 9. Use of Satellite Data

1.

Unless otherwise approved by the Company, the User may use the Satellite Data used in the
Optional Service solely for the purpose of the User’s use in the Optional Service, regardless
of the provisions of the terms of use, etc. of such Satellite Data, and may not use the Satellite
Data beyond such scope of use (including, but not limited to, downloading to outside the
Optional Service, reproducing, redistributing, and deleting/altering, etc. the copyright notices
of the Satellite Data).

If the User causes damages to the Company by using the Satellite Data beyond the scope of
use the User was approved for as set forth in the preceding paragraph or by otherwise
infringing the rights of the Satellite Data, the User shall be liable for compensating such



damages.

Article 10. No Warranty, Disclaimer

1. QGIS isan open-source software, and the Company makes no warranty of any kind regarding
QGIS. The Company shall bear no obligation to remove obstacles, etc., liability to
compensate damages and other losses incurred by the User, or any other liability with respect
to problems caused by QGIS.

2. The User shall make inquiries regarding the support for QGIS to the various contacts for the
QGIS project. The Company will not provide support for QGIS.

3. The Company may change or abolish the contents of the Optional Service due to the changes
or abolishment of the contents of QGIS or other circumstances. The Company will endeavor
to notify the User thereof without delay, but the Company shall not be liable for any such
change or abolishment or for any delay in such notification.

4. There may be instances where the provision of the analysis environment will be temporarily
suspended, or the transmission speed of the analysis environment will be reduced. The
Company shall assume no responsibility in either case.

5. The User shall backup and take other necessary measures at its responsibility with respect to
the User’s data stored within the servers used in the analysis environment, and the Company
assumes no responsibility even if the data within such servers is damaged or lost, etc.

6. Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding two paragraphs, if the User who is an
individual (excluding instances where the User is a party to the contract as a business or for
a business; the same applies hereafter in this Article) incurs damages due to a reason
attributable to the Company, the Company shall be liable for compensating up to an amount
equivalent to one (1) month’s worth of usage fees for the Optional Service for the actually
occurring ordinary damages that are directly the result of such reason; provided, however,
that the limitation on damages set forth in this Article shall not apply if the User who is an
individual incurs damages due to the Company’s willful intent or gross negligence.

Acrticle 11. Miscellaneous
1. Matters not set forth in these Terms shall be subject to the provisions of the Tellus Service
Terms and Conditions.

Supplementary Provisions

Article 1. Commencement of Application

1. These Terms amend the Tellus Satellite Data Master with QGIS Service Terms and
Conditions that have been applied from September 14, 2023, and will be applied from April
1, 2024, under the amended provisions of these Terms in the Tellus Service Terms and
Conditions.
